Instructions for Marking Bibles

Begin with prayer:


Dear Heavenly father, I ask that your Holy Spirit direct and guide me as I mark these Bibles. May Your precious Word, found in these Bibles, provide comfort and hope to the people who receive them. In Your Name, we pray. Amen.

Materials needed: Straight edge (ruler), pen and light color crayon.

Directions: When you turn to the Bible texts that are listed, first underline in pen. Then go over the verses in crayon. Last, put the next label on the bottom of the page. Repeat.

1. Place the 2x4 label that begins with "God has a plan for you" on the inside cover page. Go to page 1001.

2. On page 1001, highlight Romans 3:23. Place label on bottom. Go to page 1003.

3. On page 1003, highlight Romans 6:23. Place label on bottom. Go to page 940.
4. On page 940, highlight John 3:16-17. Place label on bottom. Go to page 1038.

5. On page 1038, highlight Ephesians 2:8-9. Place label on bottom. Go to page 1028.

6. On page 1028, highlight ll Corinthians 6:2. Place label on bottom. Go to page 967.
7. On page 967, highlight Acts 2:37-38. Place label on bottom. Go to page 1040.

8. On page 1040, highlight Ephesians 4:22-24. Place label on bottom. Go to page 1005.

9. On page 1005, highlight Romans 8:38-39. Place label on bottom. Go to page 1112.

10. On page 1112, place the 2x4 label that begins with "Just as I am."
